Mary was a key person in establishing the Cursillo in the Archdiocese of New York. Her
grace and care influenced many future leaders who then went on to influence their
environments. Mary made Cursillo #3 in 1966 and just happened to be at a table named
St. Mary’s. | know St. Mary has guided her piety throughout her life.

Martha, Lay Director when we had one Secretariat and one Leaders’ School in the 70's.
She administered the business of Cursillo with grace, skill, love and a bit of motherly
toughness. In that era we had 12 weekends a year; so it took Martha’s great skill and
passion to ensure the immediate purpose of Cursillo was carried on into the fourth day,
i.e., to love God and others and to encounter God within self, Christ and others.

"Coincidentally” both Martha and Mary were at the same table in 1966!
