The former Columbus Hospital Chapel, this Shrine 

honors a remarkable, if diminutive, Italian woman who 

exercised her claim that she could “do all things through 

Christ”. Visit the Chapel with her Relic. Enjoy the Museum 

and Gift Shop.

Our final visit will be to the Shrine of Our Lady of Guadalupe 

in Des Plaines.
